Please send your child with a water bottle 
labeled with their first and last name and 
clearly marked “water only.” The bottle 
will be used both indoors and outdoors. We 
will not be using the drinking fountain ex-
cept to refill water bottles. 

You may send either a reusable water bottle 
or a new disposable one. It is important to 
send a clean bottle each day or take the used 
one home every evening to wash it thor-
oughly to prevent bacteria buildup. 

This applies to students in Early Toddler, 
Toddler, Early Preschool, Preschool, and 
Pre-Kindergarten.
